Ecclesiology is a subdivision of systematic theology. It concerns the nature, function, and mission of the
church. We can begin to understand those aspects of the church by looking at the Greek word kyria-
kon, from which we get the English word church. The words for “church” in other languages—kirk in
Scots, kerk in Dutch, and Kirche in German—all derive from the same root. Kyriakon refers to those who
are possessed or owned by the kyrios, or Lord. Ekklésia is another Greek word translated as “church.”
The word ekklésia is made up of the prefix ek-, which means “out of” or “from,” and a form of the verb
kaleo, which means “to call.” Thus, ekklésia means “the called-out ones.”

with which it is equipped, when each part is working properly, makes the body grow so that it
builds itself up in love.

They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were
destined to do. ° But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for his own
possession, that you may proclaim the excellencies of him who called you out of darkness into his
marvelous light. ® Once you were not a people, but now you are God's people; once you had not
received mercy, but now you have received mercy. " Beloved, | urge you as sojourners and exiles
to abstain from the passions of the flesh, which wage war against your soul. 2 Keep your conduct
among the Gentiles honorable, so that when they speak against you as evildoers, they may see
your good deeds and glorify God on the day of visitation.

2For just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the body, though
many, are one body, so it is with Christ. ¥ For in one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—
Jews or Greeks, slaves or free—and all were made to drink of one Spirit.  For the body does not
consist of one member but of many. * If the foot should say, “Because | am not a hand, | do not
belong to the body,” that would not make it any less a part of the body. '® And if the ear should
say, “Because | am not an eye, | do not belong to the body,” that would not make it any less a part
of the body. " If the whole body were an eye, where would be the sense of hearing? If the whole
body were an ear, where would be the sense of smell? ® But as it is, God arranged the members
in the body, each one of them, as he chose. * If all were a single member, where would the body
be? 2° As it is, there are many parts, yet one body. 2 The eye cannot say to the hand, “| have no
need of you,” nor again the head to the feet, “l have no need of you.” 22 On the contrary, the parts
of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, 22 and on those parts of the body that we
think less honorable we bestow the greater honor, and our unpresentable parts are treated with
greater modesty, 2* which our more presentable parts do not require. But God has so composed
the body, giving greater honor to the part that lacked it, 2° that there may be no division in the
body, but that the members may have the same care for one another. ¢ If one member suffers, all
suffer together; if one member is honored, all rejoice together. 2 Now you are the body of Christ
and individually members of it.

2% Therefore | testify to you this day that | am innocent of the blood of all, ?” for | did not shrink from
declaring to you the whole counsel of God. 28 Pay careful attention to yourselves and to all the
flock, in which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to care for the church of God, which he
obtained with his own blood. 2° | know that after my departure fierce wolves will come in among
you, not sparing the flock; %° and from among your own selves will arise men speaking twisted
things, to draw away the disciples after them. ' Therefore be alert, remembering that for three
years | did not cease night or day to admonish every one with tears. 2 And now | commend you
to God and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up and to give you the inheritance
among all those who are sanctified.

SWhen they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love
me more than these?”

he who waters is anything, but only God who gives the growth. 8 He who plants and he who
waters are one, and each will receive his wages according to his labor. ® For we are God's fellow
workers. You are God's field, God's building. © According to the grace of God given to me, like a
skilled master builder | laid a foundation, and someone else is building upon it. Let each one take
care how he builds upon it. " For no one can lay a foundation other than that which is laid, which
is Jesus Christ. 2 Now if anyone builds on the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood,
hay, straw— ™ each one's work will become manifest, for the Day will disclose it, because it will

be revealed by fire, and the fire will test what sort of work each one has done. ™ If the work that
anyone has built on the foundation survives, he will receive a reward. ™ If anyone's work is burned
up, he will suffer loss, though he himself will be saved, but only as through fire.

8S0, being affectionately desirous of you, we were ready to share with you not only the gospel
of God but also our own selves, because you had become very dear to us. ® For you remember,
brothers, our labor and toil: we worked night and day, that we might not be a burden to any of
you, while we proclaimed to you the gospel of God.

28 Him we proclaim, warning everyone and teaching everyone with all wisdom, that we may
present everyone mature in Christ. 2° For this | toil, struggling with all his energy that he powerfully
works within me.

"Command and teach these things. 2 Let no one despise you for your youth, but set the believers
an example in speech, in conduct, in love, in faith, in purity. ™ Until | come, devote yourself to the
public reading of Scripture, to exhortation, to teaching. * Do not neglect the gift you have, which
was given you by prophecy when the council of elders laid their hands on you. * Practice these
things, immerse yourself in them, so that all may see your progress. ® Keep a close watch on
yourself and on the teaching. Persist in this, for by so doing you will save both yourself and your
hearers.

"Remember your leaders, those who spoke to you the word of God. Consider the outcome of
their way of life, and imitate their faith... ” Obey your leaders and submit to them, for they are
keeping watch over your souls, as those who will have to give an account. Let them do this with
joy and not with groaning, for that would be of no advantage to you. ® Pray for us, for we are sure
that we have a clear conscience, desiring to act honorably in all things.

'The saying is trustworthy: If anyone aspires to the office of overseer, he desires a noble task. 2
Therefore an overseer must be above reproach, the husband of one wife, sober-minded, self-
controlled, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, ® not a drunkard, not violent but gentle, not
quarrelsome, not a lover of money.  He must manage his own household well, with all dignity
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keeping his children submissive, ° for if someone does not know how to manage his own
household, how will he care for God's church? ® He must not be a recent convert, or he may
become puffed up with conceit and fall into the condemnation of the devil. ” Moreover, he must be
well thought of by outsiders, so that he may not fall into disgrace, into a snare of the devil.

"I charge you in the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who is to judge the living and the dead,
and by his appearing and his kingdom: 2 preach the word; be ready in season and out of season;
reprove, rebuke, and exhort, with complete patience and teaching. ® For the time is coming

when people will not endure sound teaching, but having itching ears they will accumulate for
themselves teachers to suit their own passions,  and will turn away from listening to the truth and
wander off into myths. ® As for you, always be sober-minded, endure suffering, do the work of an
evangelist, fulfill your ministry.

1So | exhort the elders among you, as a fellow elder and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, as
well as a partaker in the glory that is going to be revealed: 2 shepherd the flock of God that is
among you, exercising oversight, not under compulsion, but willingly, as God would have you; not
for shameful gain, but eagerly; ® not domineering over those in your charge, but being examples
to the flock. * And when the chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the unfading crown of
glory. ° Likewise, you who are younger, be subject to the elders. Clothe yourselves, all of you, with
humility toward one another, for “God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.”
